We will aim to send everyone their 3rd
vaccination ticket once about 7 months has passed since receiving the 2nd shot.
Persons who moved into the city after receiving their 2 shot, etc. will need to
apply. We will also continue to make vaccination available to those who have
newly become candidates for the vaccine, as well as others who have yet to
receive their 1st and/or 2nd shots.
